We also visited two ships
on Mare Island that are
part of our maritime
history. The first was an
old cargo ship in dry dock

to be turned into scrap
The ship was the SS Solon
Turman built in 1961 at
the BethlehemSteel Yards

in San Francisco for the
Lykes Brothers Steamship
Co. In the days before Container Ships the deep
cargo holds served Lykes for 27 years at the various
ports of call in the Pacific and Indian Oceans
1988 the SS Solon Turman was transferred to
MARAD - Maritime Administration ReadReserve
Fleet (Moth Ball Fleet) This meant that should the
need arise (a national emergency) she could be
pressed into service once agaifhe ship was on
the Ready Reserve rolls until 2003 when she was
downgraded to Inactive ReserveOnce on the
inactive list, the move to NeRetention status and
saap was in her future This has now brought her

to the dry docks of Mare Islandlt is hoped that by
the death of this and many of her sister vessels, new
life will be brought to Mare Island.

task was @ get hehome Being that she was 63
years old and only 158 feet long, there was great
concern making the 7900 miles across the Pacific
on her own powerShe madé¢hereturn trip as deck
cargo, riding atop a much larger freighter and
crossed under thedBlen Gate Bridge in September
2007, and is now moored at Mare Islandou can
visit the ship, for a small donation, awalk the
decks, play with the guns, tour the state rooms,
kitchen, and even a hospital, but remember it was
called "Mighty Midget" fora reason.

What Is an
Autocross?

The following excerpt is
from the book Secrets of
Solo Racing by Henry
Watts. | think it is a very
informative explanation of
autocrossing.

AAut ocross 1| s tbhavigat your t
car through a defined course faster than your
competition. It is a performance driving event. It is
designed to accommodate cars ranging from sporty
sedans through dedicated race cars. Autocrossing is
a safe way to learn how to drive wocar at the
limits of its potential. It is also a sport that is
accessible to many people. It does not require a
large amount of money nor a willingness to take
undue risks.

Autocrossing isnot wheelto-wheel racing, where

all the competitors are ohé track at once, passing
each other as they are able and vying for position,
sometimes bumping each other. Most of the
differences between autocross and witeetheel
racing are due to a desire to make autocrossing safe
and affordable way to race. Awatoss is more of a

t est of a driveros abili
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since each course is different and a driver typically
gets just a very few tries at it. A typical run usually
lasts less than two minutes.

In autocrossing the course is defined bgfts
barriers, such as traffic pylons, so cars that drift or

spin off course are not damaged (in the way that a eventand | will

car might be damaged by drifting off a race course
and smashing into a concrete wall or a tree).

Events are
typically run at
relatively low
spends (4571 65
mph).  On most
courses cars will
not be shifted
beyond second

gear. On the other
hand, it is quite exciting. There are many
interesting things a performanroeented car will
do in second gear at 65 mph or so.
